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1.  INTRODUCTION
The Triangle Farm Industria Improvement District Association has been operating since the
1 August 2008 as a Section 21 Company and is managed by a Board of Directors elected by its
members and operated by a management team that is appointed by the Board.

The Triangle Farm CID provides services that are consistent with the City’s Integrated Development Plan (“IDP”) by providing top-up services to the City of Cape Town.

We continuously strive towards building confidence in the area as a safe, attractive and clean
environment in which to conduct business.  Special attention is paid to our core responsibilities:-

·  To supplement and enhance basic services provided by the City of Cape Town

·  To facilitate investment in the area
·  To facilitate a co-operative approach between the City and private sector in the provision of
 municipal services
·  To halt degeneration and facilitate upliftment of the industrial area
·  To promote economic growth and substainable development
·  To facilitate new job creation activities.

            During the period 1 April 2009 to 30 September 2010:-

· 19 burst pipes / blocked drains
·  16 potholes

·  78 faulty street lights
were reported by the CID to the City of Cape Town.       
· 242 bags of litter were removed by the CID’s cleansing services

· 86 953km was travelled in patrols by the CID Security in the industrial area

· 8 direct jobs were created.


2.  ACTIVITIES
The Association was involved in the following activities:-

·  Seven joint operations was held incorporating Metro Police, Traffic Services, SAPS and
 various sections of Specialized services i.e. Displaced Peoples Unit (DPU), Cable Theft
 and Anti land invasion.  This also included members from different Security companies.
 All role players are to be thanked for their dedication and valuable contributions.
· Surveys are conducted on a regular basis with reports submitted to the City of Cape Town
regarding the improvement of road surfaces, road markings / signs, defective street lighting etc.

·  The CID compiled a data base of business owners to ensure efficient communication within
 the CID area.  A total of 197 premises were visited by the CID Manager.  Quarterly visits will
 be conducted to update the data base.
·  A list of Emergency numbers on a magnet pad were distributed to all the companies in the CID
 area.

·  A weekly “Crime update”   was sent out informing business owners / tenants of incidents
 occurring in the industrial area.
·  Instrumental in the safety of business premises in the industrial area a request was submitted
 to Fire Services.  All fire hydrants were checked and marked throughout the area.


3.  PROJECTS / ACHIEVEMENTS
      The following projects were successfully completed by the Association:-

·  Two new CID signboards was erected at each entrance of Triangle Farm indicating 24 hour
  armed response and the contact details of the CID manager.

·  On the corner of Bridge and Peter Barlow Roads a retaining wall was erected to prevent the
 sand from being washed onto the road surface during heavy rains.
·  A total of thirty thorn trees were planted in the area donated by City Parks.
·  Bollards were planted in Atomic, Reactor and Uranium Roads to prevent vehicles from parking
 on the public open space.
·  Four benches were installed on the public open space.
·  The irrigation system at the entrance to Triangle Farm on the public open space was repaired.
·  The presence of a railway line running along one side of the CID boundary presented a 
 problem in that pedestrians cross the railway lines.  This posed a safety threat.  Criminals also
 cross the railway lines, making their escape out of the area.  The CID completed the first phase
 (125m) of fencing.  Landscaping was also completed next to the fencing.
·  The CID submitted an urgent request to City Parks to clean the public open space (Erven No.
 12693, 12698) adjacent to Triangle Farm due to the high fire risk and also being a potential
 hiding place for criminals and attracting squatters to the area.  City Parks are to be thanked for
 their assistance in this regard.
